Sadly, the Animal Welfare League has not
only seen an increase in the number of ani-
mals being given up by their owners but in the
number of animals being brought in by police,
landlords and other concerned citizens that
found them locked inside homes,orenclosed
yards. These animals are found
starving,dehydrated, confused and even dead. 

Not only our shelter, but shelters nationally are being overwhelmed with calls by
people needing to surrender pets due to foreclosures and limited pet friendly
housing. It’s very unfortunate that landlords don't allow pets... many of these land-
lords could fill vacant rental properties if they'd allow potential renters to bring
their family pets. 

We've all heard about the Katrina situation... many people didn't evacuate
because they didn't want to leave their pets behind. The same thing is true with
foreclosure. Families are losing everything. Pets are comforting, they are a bond
that a family shares. Losing a family pet is devastating both emotionally and men-
tally.  I've heard many stories about people living in their cars with their pets
because they just didn't want to give that last piece of themselves up when they'd
already lost so much. I can't imagine...

Help us help these most recent victims of foreclosure. We need financial assis-
tance as well as supplies (food, litter, blankets and more). 

Now  that they have made their way to our doors, let’ s not slam the door in
their faces and abandon them again! Please give... every little bit help s!

Signs That  an Signs That  an Animal  MightAnimal  Might
Be Be Abused or  NeglectedAbused or  Neglected

Recognizing cruelty is simple, right? Not quite! Aggressive,
timid or fearful behavior doesn't always tell the whole story.

Animals may appear to be timid or frightened for many reasons other than
abuse.

The best way to tell whether a pet is being or has been abused or neglect-
ed is to examine him and his surrounding environment.
Check out our list of signs that may
alert you that an animal needs help:

Physical Signs 
~ Collar so tight that it has caused a
neck wound or has become embed-
ded in the pet’s neck.
~ Open wounds, signs of multiple
healed wounds or an ongoing injury or
illness that isn’t being treated.
~ Untreated skin conditions that have caused loss of hair, scaly skin,
bumps or rashes.
~ Extreme thinness or emaciation—bones may be visible
~ Fur infested with fleas, ticks or other parasites. 
~ Patches of bumpy, scaly skin rashes.
~ Signs of inadequate grooming, such as extreme
matting of fur, overgrown nails and dirty coat.
~ Weakness, limping or the inability to stand or walk
normally.
~ Heavy discharge from eyes or nose.
~ An owner striking or otherwise physically abusing an
animal.
~ Visible signs of confusion or extreme drowsiness.

Environmental Signs
~ Pets are tied up alone outside for long
periods of time without adequate food
or water, or with food or water that is
unsanitary.

~ Pets are kept outside in inclement
weather without access to adequate
shelter.

~ Pets are kept in an area littered with feces, garbage, broken glass or
other objects that could harm them.

~ Animals that are housed in kennels or cages (very often crowded in with
other animals) that are too small to allow them to stand, turn around and
make normal movements possibly with too many other animals.

Reporting suspected animal cruelty ensures that animals in jeopardy
receive prompt and often lifesaving care. By making a complaint to the
police or humane society in your area—you can even do so anonymous-
ly—you help ensure that animals in need are rescued and that perpetrators
of animal cruelty are brought to justice.

If you see signs of animal abuse, please , don’t keep it to yourself.

Labrador Retriever who originally
came to the AWL in April when his
owners were no longer able to keep
him because the landlord would not
allow animals anymore. He was dis-
covered by a Chicago Police Officer
who was “scouting” for new dogs for
the Chicago K9 Unit.  

Today, we are happy  to announce that Pantera is cur-
rently training with the Chicago Police Department as a
Narcotic Detection Canine. 

His program includes:

~ Scent Imprinting  - Pantera will learn the odors of Cocaine, Heroin, Meth, MDMA, 
Cannabis, Hash, Black Tar Heroin and their derivatives.

~ Search Techniques -Pantera will learn how to search a variety of thing like houses, 
cars, trucks, buses, luggage, mail, etc.

~ Obedience Training - Pantera will learn how to sit, stay, heal, down, come, etc.

Pantera will be assigned to the Organized Crime Division, Narcotics and Gang Investigation
Section. His partner will be his handler and the person that incidentally he will live with too!

We are so proud of Pantera. Just goes to show that shelter dogs are not “other
people’ s trash”!  They have so much potential. 

The officer handling Pantera told us that he is far surpassing those dogs that were originally
purchased for thousands of dollars overseas that are “bred” just for this type of training! Way
to go Pantera! “He is so smart,”stated the officer. “He has learned that if the “training drugs”
are not in the first two boxes, he skips every other box and goes right to the last box where
the drugs are! Now we really have to mix up the boxes for him.”

MYTH: My pet will get fat and lazy .
FACT: The truth is that most pets get fat and lazy because
their owners feed them too much and don't give them enough
exercise.

MYTH: It's better to have one litter first.
FACT: Medical evidence indicates just the opposite. In fact,
the evidence shows that females spayed before their first heat
are typically healthier. Many veterinarians now sterilize dogs
and cats as young as eight weeks of age. Check with your
veterinarian about the appropriate time for these procedures.

MYTH: My children should experience the miracle of birth .
FACT: Even if children are able to see a pet give birth—which
is unlikely, since it usually occurs at night and in seclusion—
the lesson they will really learn is that animals can be created
and discarded as it suits adults. Instead, it should be
explained to children that the real miracle is life and that pre-
venting the birth of some pets can save the lives of others.

MYTH: But my pet is a purebred.
FACT: So is at least one out of every four pets brought to ani-
mal shelters around the country. There are just too many dogs
and cats—mixed breed and purebred.

MYTH: I want my dog to be protective.
FACT: Spaying or neutering does not affect a dog's natural
instinct to protect home and family. A dog's personality is
formed more by genetics and environment than by sex hor-
mones.

MYTH: I don't want my male pet to feel like less of a male.
FACT: Pets don't have any concept of sexual identity or ego.
Neutering will not change a pet's basic personality. He doesn't
suffer any kind of emotional reaction or identity crisis when
neutered.

MYTH: But my dog (or cat) is so special, I want a puppy
(or kitten) just like her .
FACT: A dog or cat may be a great pet, but that doesn't mean
her offspring will be a carbon copy. Professional animal
breeders who follow generations of bloodlines can't guarantee
they will get just what they want out of a particular litter. A pet
owner's chances are even slimmer. In fact, an entire litter of
puppies or kittens might receive all of a pet's worst character-
istics.

MYTH: It's too expensive for the surgery .
FACT: The cost of spaying or neutering depends on the sex,
size and age of the pet, your veterinarian's fees and a number
of other variables. But whatever the actual price, spay or
neuter surgery is a one-time cost—a relatively small cost
when compared to all the benefits. It's a bargain compared to
the cost of having a litter and ensuring the health of the moth-
er and litter; two months of pregnancy and another two
months until the litter is weaned can add up to significant vet-
erinary bills and food costs if complications develop. Most
importantly, it's a very small price to pay for the health of your
pet and the prevention of the births of more unwanted pets.

MYTH: I'll find good homes for all the puppies & kittens.
FACT: You may find homes for all of your pet's litter. But each
home you find means one less home for the dogs and cats in
shelters who need good homes. Also, in less than one year's
time, each of your pet's offspring may have his or her own lit-
ter, adding even more animals to the population.
